Program Cemetery Memorial Service Bremen 10:45 AM, May 30, 2011

(Funeral Director will have placed 12 chairs at gravesite, suspended the Flag over the Grave for ease in folding ceremony)

1. Remembrance Riders* will have arrived (each with an identical American flag on a staff) and formed a double line (on foot-motorcycles will be left at road) from the road to the Grave. This will act as an Honor Guard for the Miller's Vets proceedings.

2. Miller's Vets will have previously stacked all but two M1 Rifles in the area where Rifle Salute will take place.

3. Miller's Vets Honor Guard will follow the Family (escorted by Andrea)and the Service Participants through the Remembrance line, to the gravesite (Chet will have placed lectern and mike). 

4. MV will present and Post Colors (preset holders with sandbag anchors) lead the Pledge followed by the National Anthem (Chet operating boombox).

5. Chaplain: Brief Welcome and announce the purpose of the Service.

6. Chaplain Prayer:"Let us pray. Father God, Giver of all victories, we thank You for the opportunities which abide in our land, for your guidance in the hour of peril, and your tender love in times all need. Help us to remember with reverence the valor and the devotion of our departed comrades; not only those whose bodies consecrate our Country's soil, but also those who sleep beyond the seas, and those others whose resting places will not be known until that last day when the deep will have given up its dead. Oh God, teach us to honor them by ever cherishing the ideals for which they fought. Keep us steadfast in the cause of human rights and liberties, called law and order, and true Americanism. Give us the power to see, and the will to do the right. Grant that Miller's Vets and their peer associates, may preserve the high ideal for which our comrades died. May Your merciful blessing rest upon those they left behind. Keep us forever firm in righteousness, humble of heart and unselfish in purpose. Amen"

7. Chaplain: Present brief eulogy.

8. Chaplain: Direct MV to extend full Military Honors.

9. Adjutant Noe: Adjutant Binkley-Assemble Rifle Detail and extend Rifle Salute (seven Rifles X three volleys each-Chet will supply drum roll).

10. Adjutant Noe: Cause Taps to be sounded (Chet - with echo) and with audience participation rendering "The Last salute."

11. MV: Cause Flag to be ceremonially folded and double escort present to "Loved One" (Margaret Dunn). The presentation allegory (Army wording - Phil will supply) shall be given by the Chaplain.

12. Without command, one of Remembrance will join a previously selected member of the family who will jointly take the wreath. They will be conducted to the head of the grave site by Adjutants Noe and Binkly, where they will deposit the wreath and thereupon each of the Adjutants shall place a small flag on either side of the wreath and then render a slow right-hand salute. As the wreath is about to be placed, MV will sing "Peace I leave with you - Chet boombox."

13. Chaplain: "Retire The Colors." Adjutants will comply.

14. Chaplain will give the Benediction

15. Adjutant Binkley will cause Troops to "Fallout"

16. Chaplain will extend luncheon invitation.

*They will have previously obtained and placed near the family, but off the grave, a live Memorial Floral wreath (suggest Patricia Ann Florist 288-9550, on West Sample and tell them who it is for. They take great care of Miller's Vets).
